As already stated we had a very good season with the highlights of team performances listed below;

U13 Blues Corrie Winks – Sponsor Billy Bunter Sweets
The Dearne under 13 boys started the season in the Charles Rice Premier League with high hopes and they did not disappoint reaching the Sheffield county cup semi-final meaning being in the top four out of 110 Teams that entered.
The team then re grouped and reached the invitation cup final winning 3-1.
This was followed by a league cup final losing 4-0, but having only nine men was a great performance.
In the league the U13 Blues finished joint top on 39 Points and had to play a decider, which they won 2-1.
So a league and cup double plus runners-up in the league cup is a great season.
One player has been signed by Barnsley and a few more being watched by other clubs. 
Our toughest test was Hemsworth terriers who beat us in the cup and finished joint top with, but we put in a performance against them to win the league that was full of commitment passion and great football.
U12 Blues – Coach Matty – Sponsor

1st season in Premier League finished joint fifth.

In the League cup final the Under 12 Blues were drawn to play against the eventual league winners and won 6-2.

The U9 continued with the same squad from the previous season. 
The Autumn Season saw a mixture of results against some strong oppositions, but the team finished in a respectable position and got promoted to the league above.
The spring season kicked off in February and the team played with more belief and developed as a unit to finish strongly. 
During the final month of the season, Assistant Coach Bill Cook stepped down and his time and effort was greatly appreciated.

The reds started their first season in Doncaster seeing a win from their first game away to Ordsall. The league was quite strong but the boys did really well and finished third to West End Juniors and Thurscoe. The last game of the Autumn season saw Mexborough needing a win over the reds to finish in Third place. After going one – nil down in the first half, Dearne equalised early in the second half. For the last ten minutes of the match Mexborough attacked constantly but they were unable to break down the Dearne side.

The spring season found the reds two divisions higher. Against stronger teams the Reds struggled, losing their first 4 games, after a draw Dearne won three on the bounce. We ended the year with 3 wins and 3 draws and 5 defeats, as well as 3 unfulfilled fixtures. It has been a big step up for the boys and I look forward to the next year.
U9 Yellow – Coach Mick Wood – Sponsor

 The U9 yellow team joined the Dearne and District JFC in mid-October 2012 after having parted from Valley Knights JFC in July of that year. On entering the club the teams Manager was Michael Morrison and Level 2 FA coach and the assistant coach was Michael Murphy a level 1 FA coach. At the time of entering the club the team had 8 children training with them. From October 2012 to January 2013 the team has had a change in management and has also had 2 children leave due to this. Five children have joined the team between October 2012 and January 2013 and in March 2013 another child joined the team in a training only capacity due to the league restrictions.
The team has played all their home league matches and all apart from one of their away matches the away match was cancelled by the home team due to a waterlogged pitch this was the match against Tickhill Blues team we asked for the match to be rescheduled but Tickhill were unable to do this due to their cricket season commitments.

 The team has lost all its matches this season but have steadily improved losing by far fewer goals each match. The last match of the season an away match against Valley Knights Yellow team ended 5-4 to Valley however our team led for most of the match and only lost the draw in the closing minutes of the match.

Before the end of 2012 from the original 9 only 5 remained, but positive additions helped change the atmosphere to that of a progressive and friendly team.  Trials and tribulations meant 2012 was a difficult period.  Player roles not established and the lack of skills in key areas made life worrying for all involved.  Many games lost in the autumn league, with only 1 win and 2 draws, the future at times looked very bleak.  However, towards the end of 2012 sparks of a phoenix appeared to be rising.
